Use a white mineral oil conforming to regulation
21 CFR 178.3620(b) or an odorless light petroleum hydrocar-

Use at a time when the temperature is cool (75°F
or less) and the wind velocity is approximately 5 MPH.
HANDHELD EQUIPMENT: When using ULD equipment such
as Whitmire Micro-Gen equipment, apply at the rate of 4.0 oz
per acre. Figure application travel path for a coverage of a 50 ft
swath. Allow spray drift to penetrate dense foliage. Repeat appli-
cation as required for control.
